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Literary Historiography: Context, Methodology, Genre
The published articles are originally presented lectures at the conference Literary Historiography: Context, Methodology, Genre. The conference was organized by The Institute of Slovak Literature of Slovak Academy of Sciences and by The Institute of Czech Literature of the Czech Academy of Sciences. The conference goal was to discus the problems concerning writing the history of literature.  

The article of  Pavel Janoušek Subjects and Subjectivity of the History (of Literature) is an analysis of subjectivity of the History of Literature created by individual subjects (internal and external subject of an author) but also impersonal subjects. He states limits and mechanisms creating context overlapping individual level of the historian´ s discourse. He also studies narrative and pragmatic constants managing historical narration. The hero of that – internal subject - is a national literature itself. 
Peter Zajac in the article National and Central European Literature as a Part of Central European Cultural Memory confronts homogenous linear model of history of national literatures based on exclusion, alteration, singularity, and juvenility. Model of the literary history is presented as a synoptic map presenting poly-functionality, poly-focal and poly-perspective characters, poly-chronic and poly-territorial aspects. He proposed a concept of trans-local Middle-European national literary history coming out from their inner difference and outer plurality, and their belonging to the cultural memory of the Middle-Europe.

Péter Hajdu in his article History of Hungarian Literatures comes out from the experiences they have as a group of authors writing a publication on history of Hungarian Literature. He reflects problems relating to such type of work. They mostly concerned determination of the object what the national literature is, description of the concept of what become a part of literature, as well as acceptance of plurality in the concept of the history resigned to “big narrations”.

In the centre of interest of René Bílik´s article Event and Duration in the History of Literature is a “complete view“ at the approach in the history of literature. It reveals difference without exclusion of those things that continue. The presented ideas are in opposition to the positivistic conception of the history oriented on construction of “events” following one by one continually. In this connection Bílik deals with a problem of canon in the history of literature and also of canonisation.

In the article Some Remarks on Research Concerning Development and Literary Historical Research of Prague Linguistic Circle Bohumil Fořt discussed concrete theoretical explications and practical applications of research in the area of the history of literature (mainly works of Jan Mukařovský and Félix Vodička), which were connected with theme of development and historical aspects of literature.

Ondřej Sládek´s article On Methodology of Literary Historiography summarised consequences and impulses in the last decades in the Human Studies and applies them to the context of literary history. He deals with position of literary history in the paradigm of cultural studies.
Tomáš Horváth´s Detective Story and Rebus is an analysis of model describing constitution and transformation of detective genre and he confronts it with a generic model of history of national literature. 

Jana Kuzmíkova  in her article On Conception of the Book of Rajendra A. Chitnisa... Literature in Post-Communist Russia and Eastern Europe deals with publication written by a British Slavic scholar (The Russian, Czech and Slovak fiction of the Changes, 1988-1998). She summarizes modifications of Russian, Czech, and Slovak literature in the end of the 20th c.

The closing discussion is a come back to methodological and also to some specific problems of writing the history of literature. Many of the speakers deal with them in their research. They also concern a very general question of sense of that kind of work.
