Dear Mr. Sajgalik,

With reference to you letter dated 22 July 2016 and the statement of the Presidium of the
Slovak Academy of Sciences regarding the situation of the academicians in Turkey, I would
like to share with you the following information on the coup attempt on 15 July and subsequent
developments in Turkey.

On 15 July, we have witnessed a bloody and treacherous attempt to overthrow the
democratically-elected Government and the constitutional order in Turkey. The fact that the
plotters have attempted to assassinate the President of Turkey, Recep Tayyip Erdogan, who
escaped the attempt by15 minutes, bombed the National Parliament building, the Presidential
Palace and the Police Special Forces Department by F-16 aircraft and by military helicopters
and targeted by tanks and guns civilians who resisted to the coup demonstrates the graveness
of the danger posed by this coup attempt. As a matter of fact, it was not only a coup to overthrow
the Government, but, also a terrorist action designed to kill representatives of the state and
government as well as civilians.

This attempt was foiled thanks to the courage and braveness of the Turkish people who
stood up for democracy in unity and solidarity, and to the brave action of the security forces.
All political parties in the Turkish Parliament stood against this attempt in consensus and unity.
It must be noted that the Turkish media also played a key role in subsiding the coup attempt.
Unfortunately, the heavy price of the events was 246 innocent lives, including police officers,
soldiers, civilians and nearly 2.200 wounded.

According to the irrefutable evidence and as also confessed in testimonies of the detained
plotters, this coup attempt was staged by a group in the military, linked to the Fethullah Giilen
Terrorist Organization (FETO).

FETO which staged this treason has dangerous undercover networks not only in the army
but also in several state organs and some educational institutions. In the context of the ongoing
measures for public order and security, a nation-wide State of Emergency was declared as from
the 21st of July 2016 in accordance with our Constitution and in full observance of European
Convention of Human Rights.
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State of emergency is a measure permissible under international law taken by many states
when there is an imminent threat to its security and order, as it is the case with France which
has recently extended for another six months the country wide state of emergency. It is evident
that Turkey has faced serious and multi-dimensional security threats since 15th July.

The state of emergency will not affect fundamental rights and freedoms of our citizens.
Its purpose is to take required measures in the most speedy and effective manner in the fight
against FETO in order to save our nation from this ferocious terror network and return to
normalcy as soon as possible. It is vital for Turkey to remove those who are affiliated to this
organisation from their positions as a part of the ongoing legal processes, so that Turkey will
never encounter such attempts ever again. Furthermore, the public opinion is expecting law
enforcement agencies to take measures to prevent any further attempt by the Giilenist network
against the democratic order in Turkey.

The Republic of Turkey is fully aware of its obligations related to democracy, human
rights, the principle of rule of law and international conventions in this process. As in the past,
due respect will be shown to fundamental rights and freedoms, and supremacy of law will be
strictly observed. Although the State of Emergency has been declared for a period of 90 days,
all extraordinary measures will be terminated once the result in the fight against FETO will be
successfully attained.

Hoping that you will find the above information useful, I would like to express my
readiness and willingness to continue to provide you with further first-hand information on the

situation in Turkey.

Vazeny pan Sajgalik,

V suvislosti s Vasim listom z 22. jila 2016 a vyhlasenim Predsednictva Slovenske;j
Akadémie Vied, tykajiceho sa situdcie akademikov v Turecku, by som sa s Vami rada podelila
o nasledujiice informacie oh’adom pokusu o prevrat z 15. jula a d’alsieho vyvoja v Turecku.

Diia 15. jula sme sa stali svedkami krvavého a zradného pokusu o zvrhnutie demokraticky
zvolenej vlady a ustavného poriadku v Turecku. SkutoCnost, Ze povodcovia sa pokausili
o zavrazdenie prezidenta Turecka, Recepa Tayyipa Erdogana, ktory pokusu unikol o 15 minqt,
stthatkou F-16 a vojenskymi vrtulnikmi ostrelovali budovu narodného parlamentu,
prezidentského palaca a oddelenia $pecialnych sil policie a tankami a zbrafiami Gto€ili na
civilistov vzdorujiicim prevratu, demonstruje vaznost' nebezpelenstva, ktoré tento pokus
o prevrat predstavuje. V skuto¢nosti to nebol iba prevrat s cielom zvrhnutia vlady, ale tiez
teroristicka akcia s umyslom zabit’ predstavitelov $tatu a vlady, ako aj civilistov.

Tento pokus bol zmareny vd’aka odvahe a statonosti tureckého I'udu, ktory sa v jednote
a solidarite postavil za demokraciu a vd’aka odvaznej akcii bezpeCnostnych sil. Proti tomuto
pokusu konsenzuélne a jednotne vystupili vietky politické strany v tureckom parlamente. Treba
poznamenat’, Ze turecké média taktiez zohrali kI'i¢ovu tlohu pri doznievani pokusu o prevrat.
Tieto udalosti si nanestastie vyziadali vysoku dafi v podobe 246 nevinnych Zivotov, vratane
policajnych déstojnikov, vojakov, civilistov a priblizne 2200 zranenych.

Podla nevyvratitenych dokazov a priznani vo svedeckych vypovediach zadrZanych
pdvodcov bol tento pokus o prevrat zinscenovany skupinou v armade s prepojenim na
Teroristicku organizéaciu Fethullaha Giilena (FETO).

FETO, ktora tato zradu zinscenovala, ma nebezpe&né tajné siete nielen v arméde, ale tieZ
vo viacerych S$tatnych orgdnoch a niektorych vzdeldvacich instituciach. V kontexte
prebiehajtcich opatreni pre nastolenie verejného poriadku a bezpe¢nosti bol diia 21. jula 2016
vyhlaseny v sulade s tstavou a pri plnom respektovani Eurépskeho dohovoru o Tudskych
pravach celo$tatny vynimocny stav.

Vynimoény stav je podla medzinarodného prava pripustnym opatrenim, prijimanym
viacerymi $tatmi v pripade bezprostrednej hrozby pre ich bezpecnost a poriadok, ako je to aj
v pripade Franctzska, ktoré nedavno prediZilo celostatny vynimo&ny stav o d’alsich Sest’
mesiacov. Je zrejmé, Ze od 15. jula Turecko ¢eli vaznym a mnohorozmernym bezpenostnym
hrozbam.

Vynimoény stav nebude mat’ vplyv na zékladné prava a slobody naSich ob¢anov. Jeho
icelom je o najrychlejsie a najidinnejsie prijat’ potrebné opatrenia v boji proti FETO, aby sme
uchranili nas narod pred touto zdrivou teroristickou siet'ou a ¢o najskor sa vratili do normalnych
pomerov. Pre Turecko je v ramci prebiehajucich sidnych procesov nevyhnutné zosadit™ zo
svojich pozicii tych, ktori maju vézby na tuto organizaciu tak, aby uz Turecko takéto pokusy




nikdy viac nepostretli. Okrem toho o¢akava verejna mienka od organov na presadzovanie prava,
Ze prijmu opatrenia na zabranenie akymkol'vek d’alsim pokusom siete Giilenistov, namierenym
proti demokratickému poriadku v Turecku.

Tureck4 republika si je v tomto procese plne vedomd svojich zavizkov suvisiacich
s demokraciou, 'udskymi pravami, zasadami pravneho §tatu a medzinarodnymi dohovormi.
Tak, ako aj v minulosti, bude preukdzany nalezity reSpekt zdkladnym pravam a sloboddm
a bude sa striktne dodrZiavat’ nadradenost’ prava. Aj ked’ bol vynimo¢ny stav vyhlaseny na
obdobie 90 dni, vietky vynimoé&né opatrenia budu ukonéené hned’ ako bude uspesne dosiahnuty
vysledok v boji proti FETO.

Dufajtc, ze horeuvedené informacie budete povazovat’ za uzito¢né, by som Vam rada
vyjadrila svoju pripravenost’ a ochotu pokracovat’ v poskytovani d’al$ich informacii z prvej ruky
o situacii v Turecku.
