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Telo a spoloCnost

Vyskum tela v socidlnom a kulturnom kontexte patri ku klasickym témam etnolo-
gie a sociokulturnej antropoldgie. Otdzky tykajuce sa tela a telesnosti sa prelinaju
s mnohymi oblastami vyskumu socidlnych vied, vratane sexuality, pohybovych
a Sportovych aktivit, ¢i zdravia a chor6b. Masmedialne reprezentacie, ktoré su
dnes sucastou kazdodenného zivota vSade na svete, obsahuju mnozstvo vyobra-
zeni tela a fyziologickych procesov. S telom, telesnostou a sexualitou sa pritom
v kazdej kulture spdjaju socialne a mordlne normy, mnozstvo stereotypov.

V aktudlnom ¢&isle predstavujeme &itatefom péat textov v rubrike Studie. Uvodna §tu-
dia Tatiany Buzekovej poskytuje prehlad socialnovednych, predovsetkym antropolo-
gickych, koncepcii vztahujucich sa k telu a telesnosti. Text nie je prehladovou Studiu
per se, ale kritickou meta-analyzou vybranych teoretickych pristupov, pricom Buze-
kova neobchddza ani prace slovenskych autorov. Text Kamily K. Beriovej je, podobne
ako text T. Buzekovej, kritickou meta-analyzou. Beriovd venuje pozornost viacerym
rovinam vyskumu tela a telesnosti, pricom ich predstavuje primarne v kontexte femi-
nistického myslenia a zacieluje v tomto zmysle pozornost aj na dblezité otdzky vzta-
hujuce sa k spoloc¢enskému dianiu. Pre oba prispevky je charakteristicka aj diskusia
s ,vecnou“ otazkou vedeckého badania: ,Priroda ci kultdra, ktora je urCujuca pre
ludské spravanie?“

Konceptom groteskného tela v fudovej piesni sa zaobera Juraj Hamar. Podla Hama-
ra, v zhode s kategdriami tradi¢nej estetiky, mé6Zeme uvazovat o zobrazovani [ud-
ského tela v ludovej piesni v dvoch elementdrnych podobach: krdsne telo — Skaredé
telo. Krdsne telo reprezentuju ludové piesne ¢asto ako celok. Skaredé telo viak
reprezentuje ovela Sirsi diapazéon fudovych predstdv o fudskom tele, konfrontova-
nych s idedlom krasy. V d’alSej studii sa lvan Chorvat zaobera otazkou, ¢i sa vseobec-
né trendy zvyznamnovania tela a telesného prejavuju aj na Slovensku. Tuto otazku
zodpoveda prostrednictvom analyzy reprezentativnych vyskumov slovenskej popu-
lacie. Rubriku Studie uzatvéra prispevok Lily Téth, v ktorom autorka analyzuje spev
ako formu sprdavania sa. Autorka v texte rozobera problematiku uchovavania obsahu
a estetickych hodnét fudovej piesne v sucasnych spolocenskych kontextoch, ako aj
v kontexte vzdelavania.



Text Alice Uzikovej v rubrike Materidlové studie sa zaobera témou cCistoty a necisto-
ty v kontexte tela a telesnosti u mladych zien. Autorka predstavuje vysledky etno-
grafického vyskumu, vykonaného v urbannom prostredi hlavhého mesta Slovenska.
V Casti Eseje sa Eva Pospichalovd zamysla nad reakciami na aktualnu situaciu prob-
lematiky umelého prerusenia tehotenstva v Polsku. Tato esej je kritickou analyzou
vybranych reakcii politikov a médii na danu problematiku. V oboch pripadoch ide
o prispevky studentiek, ¢o vyjadruje snahu redakcie povzbudit Studentky a Studen-
tov vSetkych stupriov studia k publikovaniu ich Skolskych, ale i vlastnych préc a dat
im priestor na sebarealizaciu.

Texty v rubrike Diskusia sa vztahuju k viacerym otdzkam vyskumu tela a telesnosti
v Sirokych odbornych a verejnych suvislostiach a debatdch. Diskusiu otvara uvod-
ny prispevok Dominiky LeSkovej, v ktorom autorka poukazuje na mnohorozmernost
vyskumu tela a telesnosti v socialno-vednom vyskume. Diskusny prispevok Zuzany
Botikovej je kritickou analyzou spolocensky aktualnej otazky rozdielnych oficidlnych
pravidiel a spolocenskych noriem vo vztahu k Sportovému obleceniu muzov a zien.
Autorka poukazuje na viaceré medidlne zname pripady z ostatného obdobia a upo-
zornuje, ze dana téma daleko presahuje otdzky mody a tyka sa dblezitych socidl-
nych procesov. Rubriku uzatvdra prispevok Zuzany Pestanskej, ktory sa zameriava
na tému interdisciplindarneho pristupu a etiky spolo¢enskej zodpovednosti vedeckej
komunity pri nastavovani vyskumov tela a telesnosti. V pripade poznavania masme-
didlnych reprezentdcii tela a telesnosti upriamuje pozornost na potencial v prepdjani
Studia tela a informacnych, digitalnych technoldgi.

Prezentované Cislo Casopisu uzatvaraju rubriky Recenzie a Spravy. V aktualnom cis-
le prinasame recenzie knih Kulturne dedicstvo a turizmus v 21. storoci: vychodiska,
trendy a perspektivy (2021) a Prva osetrovatelska Skola v Bratislave v prizme pas-
toracnej charizmy Kongregacie milosrdnych sestier Svatého kriza (2020). V rubrike
Spravy najdete reflexiu medziodborového kola SVOK Katedry etnoldgie a muzeold-
gie (etnologickej sekcie) a Katedry muzikoldgie FiF UK, ako aj spravu o medzinarod-
nom kurze: Interdisciplinarne studium klimaticky neutralneho mesta.

V mene redakcie dakujem vSetkym autorkam a autorom za texty, ktoré nepochybne
prispeju nielen k skvalithovaniu ¢asopisu Etnologické rozpravy, ale aj k rozvoju et-
noldgie na Slovensku.
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The body and society

The study of the body in social and cultural contexts is one of the classic themes
of ethnology and sociocultural anthropology. Questions about the body and cor-
poreality intersect with many areas of social science research, including sexuality,
physical and sporting activities, health, disease, etc. The representations of the
mass media, which are now part of everyday life around the world, contain many
depictions of the body and physiological processes. In every culture, the body,
physicality, and sexuality are associated with social and moral horms and many
stereotypes.

In the current issue, we present to the reader five texts in the section Articles. Tatiana
Buzekova’s introductory study provides an overview of concepts related to the body
and corporeality, mainly from the field of anthropology. The text is not an overview
per se, but a critical meta-analysis of selected theoretical approaches. Buzekova
also pays attention to relevant works of Slovak authors. Kamila K. Benova also of-
fers a critical meta-analysis. She focuses on the areas of research on the body and
corporeality in the context of feminist approach and considers themes related to
important social events. Both articles are characterized by a discussion of the "eter-
nal" question of scientific inquiry, "Nature or culture, which one determinates human
behaviour?"

Juraj Hamar investigates the concept of the grotesque body in Slovak folk songs. He
interprets representations of the human body in folk songs in accordance with the
categories of traditional aesthetics, in two elementary forms: beautiful body — ugly
body. The beautiful body is often represented in folk songs as a whole. The ugly
body, however, is linked to a much wider range of folk ideas about the human body
that are confronted with the notion of ideal beauty. In the following study, lvan Chor-
vat addresses the question whether the general trends of the objectification of the
body and the corporeal are manifested in Slovak society. He answers this question
through an analysis of representative surveys of the Slovak population. The section
Articles concludes with Lila Téth's contribution, in which the author analyses singing
as a form of behaviour. She considers the issue of preserving the content and aes-
thetic values of folk songs in contemporary social contexts, as well as in the context
of education.



Alica Uzikova’s paper in the section Research Report deals with the theme of purity
and impurity in the context of the body and corporeality of young women. The au-
thor presents the results of ethnographic research carried out in Bratislava. In the
Essay section, Eva Pospichalova reflects on the reactions of the Czech Republic to
the current situation of the abortion laws in Poland. The article is a critical analysis
of selected reactions of politicians and media to the issue. Both texts are students’
contributions, which reflects the editors’ wish to encourage students of all levels of
study to publish their works, giving them a space for self-realisation.

The contributions in the Discussion section address a number of issues related to re-
search on the body and corporeality in broad scientific contexts and public debates.
The discussion opens with an introductory paper by Dominika LeSkova pointing to
the multidimensionality of research on the body and corporeality in social sciences.
Zuzana Botikova’s paper is a critical analysis of the issue of different official rules
and social norms in relation to men's and women's sportswear. The author highlights
several recent cases and points out that the topic goes far beyond fashion issues,
because it is connected to various social processes. Zuzana Pestanska’s contribu-
tion focuses on the topic of the interdisciplinary approach to research and the ethics
of social responsibility of the scientific community in the setting of research on the
body and corporeality. In the case of exploring mass media representations of the
body and corporeality, she draws attention to the potential of linking body studies
and information and digital technologies.

The issue concludes with the Reviews and News sections. We offer reviews for the
book Cultural heritage and tourism in the 21 century: Starting points, trends and
perspectives (2021) and The first nursing school in Bratislava in the prism of the
pastoral charism of the Congregation of the Sisters of the Holy Cross (2020). In the
News section, the reader will find a reflection on the interdisciplinary Student confer-
ence of the Department of Ethnology and Museology (Ethnology Section), Comenius
University, and the Department of Musicology, Comenius University, as well as a re-
port on the international interdisciplinary student course: Interdisciplinary study of
a climate-neutral city.

We would like to thank all the authors for their texts. They will undoubtedly contrib-
ute not only to the improvement of the journal Ethnological Debates but also to the
development of ethnological science in Slovakia.
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
