EDITORIAL

Mesto a socializmus

Vyskum Zivota v obdobi socializmu je aktudlnou badatelskou oblastou (nielen)
slovenskej etnoldgie. Suvisi to azda s uz dostatocnym ¢asovym odstupom, a teda
aj ochotou vracat sa k obdobiu, ktoré sme prezili ako dospeli, deti alebo ho po-
zndme z rozpravania rodicov, ale i s rastucim spolo¢enskym zaujmom spozndavat
to ,ako sme zili“ (nielen pri sucasnej silnej strednej generacii). Délezitym dovo-
dom etnolégie z hladiska jej metodoldgie je aj skutocnost, Zze hlavny pramen
nasho vyskumu — zijuci ludia, reflektuju v spomienkach na svoj zivot vacsinou uz
toto obdobie (ako najstarsie a Casto v zivote mnohych i to najdlhsSie). Roky 1948
az 1989 predstavuju podstatnu spolocensku zmenu aj z dévodu (popri kolektivi-
zacii, industrializacii a dalSich procesoch) masivnej urbanizacie Slovenska. Nasa
spoloc¢nost sa v tejto dejinnej etape vyrazne ,pomestovala“ Cielend urbanizacia
bola prostriedkom a zaroven aj vyrazom riadenej modernizacie krajiny, o ktoru sa
vtedajsi rezim usiloval. Skumat Zivot fudi v mestach v tomto obdobi je preto déle-
Zitou sucastou mozaiky pozndvania podoby kultury (spdsobu Zivota) a jej zmien
v rokoch 1948 az 1989.

A prdve toto ¢islo Etnologickych rozprdav sme sa rozhodli venovat téme miest a Zivota
v nich v obdobi socializmu. Pripravili sme ho aj v ramci rieSenia projektu Obraz socialis-
tickeho mesta (VEGA 1/0187/20), ktorého dvaja Clenovia (J. Janto a L. Kacirek) publikuju
svoje Studie v aktualnom cisle.

V sekcii Studie uverejiiujeme $tyri prispevky. Uvodny text Juraja Janta prind$a prehlad
badania slovenskej etnoldgie o obdobi socializmu so zameranim na urbanne prostredie,
pricom sa zaobera niektorymi kfucovymi otdzkami takéhoto vyskumu (socializmus ako
kultirno-formativny faktor). Stidia Kamily Kozy Beriovej analyzuje narativy respondentov
— obyvatelov priemyselného mesta Ziar nad Hronom a okolia — o ére socializmu a vsi-
ma si ich vztah k ,oficidlnej“ verzii minulosti tohto obdobia. Zaobera sa tiez niektorymi
epistemologickymi, metodologickymi a etickymi otdzkami takéhoto vyskumu. Prispevok
Blanky Soukupovej sa venuje problematike vztahu ceskej verejnosti k historickym pa-
miatkam a miestam po druhej svetovej vojne, pricom sa sustreduje na zidovské pamiat-
ky v Prahe. A napokon posledna studia Lubosa Kacirka si vSima Usilie prezentovat obdo-
bie socializmu v muzeach a zbierkach na Slovensku pred i po roku 1989. Nasledujuci text
z rubriky Eseje, ktorud v tomto Cisle uverejnujeme od Heleny Galkovej, sa venuje osudom
rodiny zivnostnika v Banskej Stiavnici v druhej polovici 20. storocia prostrednictvom spo-
mienok jej Clena.



Aj v tomto Ccisle Etnologickych rozprav prinaSame okrem Studii a eseji venovanych
dstrednej téme dalSie kratSie texty v rubrikdch Rozhovory, Recenzie a Spravy. Tri z nich
sa venuju reflexii nového predstavenia SLUK-u: Pasie, Pribeh o Cloveku a zemi. Prvym
z nich (v sekcii Rozhovory) je rozhovor Marty Botikovej s autorom nametu, scendra a dra-
maturgom predstavenia Jurajom Hamarom. Dal$ie dva prispevky s touto témou su v rub-
rike Recenzie od Michala Babiaka a Lubomira Feldeka. V tejto sekcii uverejnujeme aj
recenziu Kristiny Cichovej na knihu Tomasa Winklera o aktivizme v Novej Cvernovke
a text Katariny Babcakovej o edicii etnografickych zdpisnikov Jana Lazorika, ktoré vydalo
Lubovnianske muzeum.

Casopis uzatvdra rubrika Spravy s prispevkom Katariny Popelkovej o konferencii v Novej
Dubnici Zivot v meste po¢as socializmu, Jéna Botika o badatelskom zdujme o Mad'arov na
Slovensku, Hany HI6skovej o tohtoroc¢nom slovensko-Ceskom etnologickom stretnuti na
Javorine a o spomienkovom podujati k 150. vyrociu narodenia Kristofa Chorvata, zdravi-
ca jubilujucej Ingrid Kostovskej od Zuzany Benuskovej a informdacia o tohtorocnom Etno-
filme od Filipa Obertasa.

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The City and Socialism

Research on life in the period of socialism is a topical research area (not only) in
Slovak ethnology. This is perhaps related to the sufficient time distance and thus
also to the willingness to return to the period we lived through as adults, children,
or know from our parents' stories, but also to the growing social interest in getting
to know "how we lived" (not only among the current strong middle generation).
An important reason for ethnology in terms of its methodology is also the fact that
the main source of our research — living people, reflect in their memories of their
lives mostly already this period (as the oldest and often the longest in the lives of
many). The years 1948 to 1989 represent a significant social change also due to
the massive urbanisation of Slovakia (alongside collectivisation, industrialisation,
and other processes). Our society was significantly urbanized in this historical
phase. Intentional urbanization was both a means and an expression of the con-
trolled modernization of the country, which the regime of the time was striving for.
Exploring the life of people in cities during this period is therefore an important
part of the mosaic of understanding the shape of culture (way of life) and its chan-
ges between 1948 and 1989.

Anditisthisissue of Ethnological Debatesthatwe have decidedto devotetothetopic of
citiesandlifeintheminthe period ofsocialism. We also prepareditwithinthe framework
of the project The Image of the Socialist City (VEGA 1/0187/20), two members of which
(J. Janto and L. Kacirek) publish their studies in the current issue.

We are publishing four papers in the Articles section. The introductory text by Juraj
Janto provides an overview of research in Slovak ethnology on the period of social-
ism with a focus on the urban environment, addressing some of the key issues of
such research (socialism as a cultural-formative factor). Kamila Koza Benova's study
analyses the narratives of the respondents — inhabitants of the industrial town of
Ziar nad Hronom and its surroundings, about the period of socialism and notes their
relationship to the "official" version of the past of this period. It also discusses some
epistemological, methodological, and ethical issues of such research. Blanka Souku-
pova's contribution addresses the issue of the Czech public's relationship to historical
monuments and sites after the Second World War, focusing on Jewish monuments in
Prague. Finally, the last study by Lubos Kacirk notes the efforts to present the social-
ist period in museums and collections in Slovakia before and after 1989. The follow-
ing text from the Essay section, published in this issue by Helena Galkova, deals with



the fate of a family of a small businessman (baker) in Banska Stiavnica in the second
half of the twentieth century through the memoirs of a member of the family.

Also in this issue of Ethnological Debates, in addition to the studies and essays de-
voted to the central theme, we present other shorter texts in the sections Interview,
Reviews, and News. Three of them are devoted to the reflection on the new perfor-
mance of SLUK: Passions, The Story of Man and the Earth. The first of them (in the
Interview section) is Marta Botikova's interview with the author of the idea, script, and
dramaturge of the performance, Juraj Hamar. The other two contributions with this
topic are in the Reviews section by Michal Babiak and Lubomir Feldek. In this sec-
tion we also publish Kristina Cichova's review of Tomas Winkler's book on activism in
Nova Cvernovka and Katarina Babcakova's text on the edition of Jan Lazorik's ethno-
graphic notebooks published by the Lubovha Museum.

The magazine closes with the News section with Katarina Popelka's contribution
about the conference in Nova Dubnica Life in the City during Socialism, Jan Botik's ar-
ticle about the research interest in Hungarians in Slovakia, Hana HI6skova's article
about this year's Slovak-Czech ethnological meeting in Javorina and the commem-
orative event for the 150th anniversary of the birth of Kristof Chorvath, a greeting to
the jubilant Ingrid Kostovska by Zuzana Benuskova and information about this year
Etnofilm by Filip Obertas.

We hope you will enjoy reading also this issue of Ethnological Debates.
