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The Warburg Institute

The Warburg Institute is dedicated to the interdisciplinary studi, of the classical tradition _ in the sense of
those elements in European though! art and institutions that have evolved out of the cultures of the ancient
world. Its Library and Photographic Collection are designed and arranged to encourage research into the
processes by which one culture learns from another, and by which different fields of ihought and art act on
each other. They are particularly concerned with continuities befil,een the ancient Mediterranean
civilizations and the cultural and intellectual hiitory ofpost-classical Europe, especiaily in the period to c.
1800, and aim to document the tenacity of symbols and images in European art and architecture, the
persistence of motifs and forms in Western languages and liieratures, the gradual transition in Western
thought from magical beliefs to religion, science and philosophy, and the sun'ival and transformation of
ancient patterns in social customs and political institutions.

The Institute's resources comprise an open-access research library of over 300,000 volumes, shelved with
many thousands of offprints, some 3,000 joumal titles and a refeience collection of over 400,000
photographs complementing the material in the Library.

The Institute has an active prosramme of teaching, seminars, lectures and colloquia, often arranged in
collaboration u'ith other institutions or learned societies, both British and foreign. Those u,orking at the
Institute, including research fellows and scholars of many different nationalitiei, are encouragedlo present
and discuss their research in regular term-time seminars.

Mellon Research Fellol'ships

The Andrew W- Mellon Foundation has selected the Institute as one of the institutes of advanced study in
Western Europe to participate in a Fellorvship programme for Eastern European scholars in the humanities.

Fel lou's mav teach elseu,here during tenure of the Fel lou,ship only '  u ' i rh the express permission
of the Director. They\r'i l l be required to present a brief u'rirten report at the conclusion of their
appointment. A Fellou'ship malr be terminated if the Appointing Commitree is not satisfied that the
conditions of the au'ard are being met. All publications containing results of u'ork done u,ith the aid of a
Fellou'ship shall include adequate acknow'ledgement of the fact.
